As well as work at Neerekshe people could also be involved in:

· spend time with the children from the school, church, village 
· plan a party for the children  

· assist with a service at the church in the village

· spend the evening in a home cooking chapattis and then a night in the village at the ancestral home
· servants meal

· camping trip  (see ‘Youth Camp’ and ‘Raj camping trip timetable’)
· visit Raichur market

· visit other villages
· cricket match

· visit tourist/cultural areas including Hyderabad 
· other individual activities tailored towards individual team members.
Individual/Group Activity Areas:

School (Shobhna)

The school currently has children up to the age of 12 and has the normal spread of lessons, including English. School starts at 10am and finished at 4pm.
· Members of the team to view and take part in a variety of existing lessons.
· Lessons: members to assist in various lessons: including a starter French Lesson (Joanna) (with a more able group)
· Dance and drama sessions to prepare a small production for the performance on Friday (Christina to help out?). 

Action: 
· Shobhna to put together a timetable for lessons and sessions, liaising with the team, especially Heather and Joanna.
· Team members (Joanna, David S, Tom +) to plan dance and drama sessions liaising with members of Neerekshe. 
Assemblies (Shobhna, Sam+)
The school runs assemblies soon after the children arrive, from 10-10.15am. This possibly includes a song, prayer and various instructions and notices whilst the children are standing to attention in lines in front of the school building. 
· The team will view the school assembly on Monday.
· The Team will be giving the opportunity to lead the assembly on Tuesday and Friday.
Action: 
· Heather + team members to plan assemblies liaising with Shobhna.
Craft

· Members of the team to run a ‘lunchtime craft club’ (this could be during ‘lesson time’) probably on Tuesday.

· (The ideas for the craft making could lead onto an ongoing fund raising project.)
Action: 
· Heather and Joanna + team members to plan the craft club, including raising money for items to get or purchase in India, liaising with Shobhna.
· Neerekshe to coordinate with Ningamma to bring some of the craft items from her school.

Children’s Party: Sunday

· For about 100 children (hostel children: 23, church children: 40, staff children: 10)
· Games to be organised by Neerekshe and the Team
· Food: cake, samosa and drink 

Action:

· Neerekshe to produce a breakdown of costs in January.   

· Neerekshe to promote the party to relevant people.

· Team and Neerekshe to coordinate games (this can wait until the visit) 

Praise and Prayer, Share and Care

Aim to provide an atmosphere and opportunity to share about situations, experiences etc and then to pray together about these as well as items on the timetable, people etc.

(This is not a time for a monologue from the person leading)

Length: maximum 1 hour

Possible structure: 

Bible reading ~5 mins (not exposition/Bible study)
Group Prayer ~10 mins

Sharing stories of the day ~ 2 mins each (= 30 mins)
(other items: songs, etc....)

Action:

· Martin to invite various members of the team and Neerekshe to take part (see ‘India Trip Feb’ spreadsheet for suggested names.)
Night in the Village

· Team members to spend part of the evening in a home with a family cooking chapattis. 
· Team members to then spend a night in the village at the ancestral home.
Depending on who wants to be involved it is likely that there will be 3 separate nights spent in the village and each night there will be 2 groups; this will need 6 houses (or a minimum of 2) to accommodate the cooking of the chapattis (2 houses for the two groups each night) and 3 hosts from Neerekshe (1 for each night) to stay with the team members at the home and in the ancestral home.
 (see ‘India Trip Feb’ spreadsheet for suggested names.)
Details of the homes to cook the chapattis (possible homes: Shanthamma (Neerekshe cook), Ylemma, Ningamma, Maria) need to be discussed beforehand and photographs of the homes and people involved need to be sent at the end of January to the IAF.
The ancestral home will need to be prepared for the team. This will include mosquito nets set up, a maximum of 2 large ones on the outside at each side of the door on the concrete platform and 2 inside (for ladies staying at the home). Neerekshe will need to send photos of a mock set up to the IAF at the end of January.
The ancestral home toilet will need to be checked and cleaned ready for use by the team.
Action: 
· Homes to be found with photos to be sent to the IAF by the end of January.
· Neerekshe hosts to be sorted.
· Mosquito nets at the ancestral home to be sorted with photos of a mock up sent by the end of January.

· The ancestral home toilet to be checked and cleaned by the end of January.

Computers (Sam)

· Maintaining computers currently on site at Neerekshe.

· Video conference between Neerekshe (including team members) and the Evening service at St Peters (sometime between 6.30-8pm) on Sunday 20th February. (With a longer-term view of webcam/video conferencing between Neerekshe ST Peters School and ST Peters School at Farnborough.)

· Possibly equipping Neerekshe with computers brought from England.

Action: 
· Sam and Chris to put together a project proposal for the Broadband, computer maintenance and webcam/video conferencing projects. 

· Including a proposal item from Chris on raising finance and collecting computer resources. 
Veterinary Services
Information:

Neerekshe has about 10 cattle as well as a few dogs

Other families associated with Neerekshe have goats (Honna), cattle (Chenna, Ningamma’s family) and there are quite a number of animals in Neerekshe and surrounding areas.

· Monday: A visit to the animal market in Raichur, with a possible outcome of purchasing some animals.
· Tuesday: A visit to look at animals at Neerekshe and in Muranpur, as well as promote the idea of an Animal Husbandry conference. (These visits could be taken either side of the Gabor visit if Elaine wanted to visit that village.)
· Friday: An ‘Animal Husbandry’ conference held in the Parish Centre, hosted by Shadrach and Elaine.

Action:

· Elaine to investigate avenues of raising finance for the purchase of animals.

· Elaine to put together a project proposal for purchasing animals, looking especially at the type of animals and who would ‘own’ and look after the animals. The project proposal should be discussed with Shadrach.  
· Neerekshe to promote the idea of an Animal Husbandry conference in Muranpur and surrounding villages nearer the time, producing a list of possible names of attendees.
· Elaine to plan and discuss content of conference with Shadrach.
Hospital

· Monday: Working in Neerekshe at the hospital alongside Dr Luke and Nurse Jothi. 
· Tuesday: Take part in a medical camp in Gabor village.
· Friday: Take part in a medical camp in Muranpur village.

Action:

· David to investigate avenues of raising finance for the purchase of medical equipment 

· Luke to communicate with David concerning the medical equipment needed.

· Luke to communicate with David concerning the content of the medical sessions.
